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data or patterns for areas that needs to be cut out of the slabs.  
It can draw either on top of the slabs or on the side parts. Two 
different sawing machines, one for fresh concrete and one 
multi-angle sawing machine (MAS) which is used for cured 
concrete cut off the areas marked by the plotter.  

The MAS-machine is able to cut to the desired length at 90 
degree angle, lengthwise sawing at 0 or 180 degrees, and di-
agonally at all angles between 90 and 0 degrees as well as 90 
and 180 degrees. Sawing speed is adjusted automatically by 
means of the electronic sawing motor power control. 

The multi-angle saw machine is able to cut to the desired 
length at 90 degree angle, lengthwise sawing at 0 or 180  
degrees, and diagonally at all angles between 90 and 0  
degrees as well as 90 and 180 degrees.
